      a) first person - I b) third person - they, he, she , it.

      c) omniscient- a teller who knows all
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11. HERO-the central character in the text. The hero usually goes through a    process of change and deals with a conflict.

12. ANTI HERO- a hero who doesn't  do anything to change his situation or solve his problem.

13. PLOT- the chain of events in a work of literature. 

14. CHARACTER- a person who appears in a work of literature.

15. SUSPENSE- a feeling of expectation, mystery, anxiety or uncertainty.

16. SETTING- the place where the story starts.
