10 Do’s & Don’t’s for the Oral Bagrut

Do’s

· Come on time, even a few minutes early.

· Smile when you walk into the room.

· Say good morning / hello when you walk in.

· Say your full name.

· Say goodbye / thank you when you leave.

· Look the tester in the eye

· Ask for a question to be repeated if you didn’t hear it.

· Admit to being nervous, but try to relax, be funny, smile!!

· Lead the interview to the direction you want it to go.

· Dress nicely school uniform ,or if you have a project related dignified looking T shirt you can wear it and explain why you wore it when you start talking about the project. / Comb your hair / Brush your teeth.

· Prepare a 3-minute project presentation. Time yourself at home.
· If you make a mistake, correct yourself.

· Use rich vocabulary and complicated sentence structures.
Don’t’s

· Don’t speak in Hebrew AT ANY TIME!!

· Don’t ask “How are you today ?”The tester is not your friend.

· Don’t chew gum.

· Don’t ask “How did I do?” or “How much did I get?”

· Don’t eat the bageleh of the testers, or the cakes, etc....

· Don’t be late!

· Don’t bounce the question back to the tester.
 If he says :" Tell me about yourself" don’t say ," What do you want to know?"
· Don’t just answer yes or no in the interview. Use your imagination.

· Don’t make a noise outside the test rooms - it’s very disturbing.

· Don’t smoke just before your turn - the smell can affect your grade!!

· Don’t freeze - if your English deserts you, ask for a little break.
· Don’t let the tester ask a lot of questions.

· Don’t say your hobby is sleeping or watching TV.

· Don’t say you plan to leave the country for good or not serve in the army.

·  Don’t complain about school,teachers , parents etc.Stay positive. Nobody likes a "cry baby".
· Don’t talk about politics. If you are asked say " I haven’t decided yet ."

· Don’t ask “How did I do?” or “How much did I get?”
