BASIC TERMS IN POETRY








1. Aliteration  -  àìéèøöéä





    When a sound, a letteror a syllable occur  more than once in the


     beginning of words in the same line.


    





2. Imagery  -  ìùåï öéåøéú 





    When the poet uses figurative language to convey meaning, to clarify


    terms and to visualize emotions. Imagery uses all the senses to create


    an aesthetic imaginary experience.








3. Irony  -  àéøåðéä





    Irony is an ambiguous way of expressing ideas, in which the obvious


    meaning is different from the hidden meaning of the speaker. The ironic


    effect is mockery and it can be achieved by different means.








4. Metaphor  -  îèàôåøä (äùàìä)





    The metaphor is a kind of image that creates identitiy between two 


    different things by taking certain qualities of one of them and transfering


    them to the other.








5. Onomatopeia  -  àåðåîèåôéàä





    This is a word that has a sound which reminds it's meaning. Some 


    words have sounds that remind natural voices and sounds.








6. Personification  -  äàðùä





    A figurative picture which presents animals, objects plants or abstract


    nouns as if they were human. They have feelings and they act like 


    people.








7. Rhyme Scheme  -  úáðéú çøéæä





    The patterns of rhymes in a poem. The rhyme scheme can be organized


    according to a certain order.


    E.g. ab ab  or  aa bb  cc dd, and so on.








8. Similie   -  ãéîåé





    The similie illustrates a trait, an action, or a sight by comparing two 


    things from different fields. It usually contains the words like, as.








9. Symbol  -  ñîì





    A figurative sign that stands for something else. The symbol does not 


    need the immidiate comparison with the symboled object, and therefore 


    will not always be designed as a figurative picture. It can be a word, an


    idiom, a person’s name, a place or animal which has a meaning of it's 


    own but is conceived as representing something else.


    E.g. dove  -  peace;  ant  -  hard working.








10.Stanza  -  áéú





    A part of the poem which is made of two or more lines.
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
