Part 1:
p. 72: 

Y- 8-9, 13-15, 20-21, 23-25, 26, mists 28

Lines 1-26: exposition 
 Line 10: ironic because USA is also beyond the ocean where the father saw his son's future. He understands it literally. 

Line 14: that's why he was a serious child.

Line 15: a lot of time and effort. 

Lines 20-22:
2 reasons why he was drafted:

1) He was working on a project

2) The general was sick

Line 26: the weather hints the beginning of trouble. A stressful atmosphere. The mist creeps like a predator. 

p. 73:

P – 27-28

Y- 1 ,2 ,6 ,8-10 ,13- American professor's, 23-25

Line 6: traditional outfit. This shows his racist and prejudiced background. 

Kind and hospitable to foreign students but there are drawbacks bad food, small room, boring evening. 

Line 22: his father's approval

Line 27: complication. The plot begins here.
p. 74:

Y- 4-6, 9, 13-17, 28-30

Sadao the doctor: 
Example- reasons not to help him – line 13
Example – reasons to help him – lines 16 (tortured, he was unconscious), 21-23, 24 (Oh, how he is bleeding!)

Line 13: the dilemma starts here. 

Line 18: Sadao the doctor Vs. Sadao the Japanese. 

Line 28: the doctor in Sadao. He consults Hana but decides by himself. 

Line 33: Sadao the Japanese.

p. 75:

Y- 16, 19, 20

P- 5-6

Example- reasons not to help him (11, 13, 14, 22, 23, 30, 31) 
Example – reasons to help him (16, 25- but since he is wounded)

Line 5: main dilemma of the story. 

Line 8: both of them have the same problem. 

Line 11: they realize he's a prisoner of war. 

Lines 23-25: Sadao the brainwashed Japanese speaking and a moment later comes to his senses and speaks as a doctor. Explanation of the doctor's dilemma.

1st time they postpone the decision. 

Line 29: Hana is being practical. She protects the children and her job.

Line 31: the consequences of their risk.

Part 2:

p. 78:

Y- 5-8, 26-28

Example – reasons to help him (27, 28)

Lines 5-12: they break the Japanese tradition for him.

Line 15: Sadao decides to save him then the complications start.

Line 23: the decision to help him. 

Line 28: Hana is the practical- what if he should live? 

Sadao the doctor- if he dies he fails as a doctor.

p. 79:

Y- 17-18, 23-26, 29

Line 17: tradition- sleeping on the floor. 

Line 24: the servants are superstitions.

They are very patriotic and refuse to deal with the white man. Hana is afraid they will twist the story so she washes him (next page).

Line 27: Japanese politeness even with the servants.

P. 80:

Y- 5, 8-9

Example- reasons not to help him (8-9, 13-14) 
Example – reasons to help him (19-20)
Line 5: the morality of the command

Line 25: Hana sees him as a child and it helps her deal with the dilemma. She is a mother of a baby herself. 

p. 81: 

Y- 2-3, 10-11, 26-29

Line 2: he decided to operate.

Lines 26-29: Sadao the doctor.

p. 82:

Y- 1-6, 9- don’t faint, 14-16, 22-23

Example – reasons to help him (10, 17, 18) 

Lines 1-6: Sadao the doctor

Line 9: Sadao becomes tough with Hana. It shows Sadao the doctor. He doesn't listen to Hana but gives her orders. 

Line 14: he is not convinced that he should save the man's life. 

p. 83: 

Y- 3-4, 9-21, 24, 29

P- 24- my friend

Example – reasons to help him (2-4, 14-15)

Top of the page:

The newspapers tried to mislead but Hana wonders about the rumors of the tortures of prisoners.

First time the General is mentioned and his cruelty. If he can be cruel to his wife, she can't imagine how cruel he would be at war.

Line 20: gives credit to his anatomy professor. 

Line 24: he calls the enemy "my friend".

p. 84:

Y- 1-4, 11

Example – reasons to help him (1-3)

Example- reasons not to help him (4)

Line 2: the doctor is disgusted by his patient. 

Line 4: the Japanese. He keeps convincing himself that he doesn't care if he dies.

Line 11: a sigh of relief perhaps. 

 Part 3:

p. 87:

Y- 1, 3, 7-8, 17, 20, 21, 24

P- 27

Example – reasons to help him (20-21) 
Line 1: typical of white people as opposed to Japanese. 

Line 3: frightened like a trapped animal. 

The servants continue to refuse to take care of him. 

Line 7: Hana calms him down and he's surprised she speaks English. 

Line 10: Japanese tradition. 

Line 11: but taking care of him anyway. 

Line 15: 3- mythological number.

Line 17: Sadao is angry with him just for making an effort. 

Line 21: he looks 17. Will they turn him in? 

Line 27: it's easier to refer to him as an enemy if you don't know his name. 

p. 88:

Y- 3-6, 11-12, 15, 21-25, 30

P- 7-8

Top of page: the servants refuse to stay with them as long as they keep him. 

Lines 7-8: Sadao describes his conflict. 

Line 12: the servants stay but they are very suspicious. 

Line 23: they talk about him and then describe the killing of the fowl- to let the blood flow. They water the plants with blood- superstitious. 

p. 89: 

Y- 3-5, 7, 10-11, 13-14, 21-23

P- 15-16, 33-35

Line 5: tells Hana his name. She takes care of him but with a cold distance. Sadao writes a letter to report the case but hides it. 

Like 15: "seventh"- mythological number.

The crisis begins:

1) The servants leave

2) The manager comes.

These 2 things increase the tension. 

Line 21: Hana paid them to keep them quiet.  She behaves like a lady. 

Line 33: they talk about their dilemma. They were educated and had been exposed to western culture. 

p. 90:

Y- 4, 5, 7-9, 24-25, 34
P- 13-16

Top of page:

Tom thanks him and Sadao takes it coldly. He's afraid to ask him about the scars because he know subconsciously that Japanese torture prisoners. 

Line 7: "boy" – seen as a child.

Line 13: again his fear is compared to an animal's fear. 

Line 16: the climax- they think that the servants told on them and the messenger scared 

Hana. 

Lines 24-25: A relief- the messenger only came to call Sadao to treat the General. 

Part 4:

p. 93:
Y- 1-6, 9- 15-18

Line 1: Sadao tells the General and he understands because he took a degree in America. He apologizes for the success of the operation. 

The turning point is that he moves the responsibility onto the General. The General is aware of Sadao's skill and now valuable he is to him now. He does this out of selfishness.  

Lines 15-18: the German trained Japanese surgeons are ruthless like the Germans. They are good as dies but not as surgeons for the General. 

 p. 94: 

Y- 1-2, 16-18, 21-25

Line 1: cruel sense of humor. 

Line 14: the General suggests solving the problem with his own private assassins. Sadao would leave the door open and they will come, kill him and take the body. 

Line 21-25: the plan. 

Sadao is glad to find a way out of it and he decides not to tell Hana.

p. 95:
Y- 3-4, 7-8, 11, 12, 21, 23-24, 28

P- 14-15 

Lines 3-4: Tom is in a good mood. 

Lines 7-8 : Ironic- Sadao is giving Tom advice on the healing when that same night the assassins are supposed to kill him.

Lines 11-12: tom tries to thank Sadao again. Tom shows Sadao the human side of him, which would prevent the war if all Japanese had it. 

Line 24: double meaning- heavy body / guilt. 

Line 28: Sadao discovers Tom is still alive blond-distinctive of Americans or at least non-Japanese.

p. 96:

Y- 7, 19-31

Top of page:

Sadao realizes that the General had forgotten or perhaps lets him decide.

This puts the General in a vulnerable position because now Sadao can report him. Therefore, Sadao knows that if he lets him go now he won't be punished. 

Lines 19-30: the resolution starts here. Sadao decides to set him free.
p. 97:

Y- 3-4, 5-gently, 27, 30-35

Line 2 "fathoms" – 18 meters 

Line 5 "gently" – the human side has won in Sadao. 

Line 16: he doesn't tell Hana about it. 

Line 27: Sadao saves him again and makes sure he will survive even after he leaves.

p. 98: 

Y- 5-6, 12

Line 5: not to make it so obvious that he isn't Japanese. Sadao is relieved- his conscience is clean so he can sleep now. 

Part 5:
p. 101:

Y- 1, 7-9, 13-18, 21, 22, 24, 25, 28-31
Top of page: Sadao operated the General and told him the prisoner had escaped. 

Line 13: coughs to show he has not finished saying what he knows. 

Line 21: the General wasn't feeling well and forgot his promise. 

Line 24: he's afraid Sadao will report him. 

Sadao is safe because the General is in his hands now. 

The General promises to reward him but the real reward was the knowledge and satisfaction of saving Tom and that he's not on the island anymore. 

p. 102:

Y- 1-6, 14-21

P- 22-24

Line 14: he remembers with disgust how prejudiced the Americans had been to him. 

Line 22: they were repulsive. He speaks in slogans as if he was brainwashed. It is strange to him that he couldn't kill him. It has doubts again often helping him and risking himself, his family and his job.
