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THE IMPLICATIONS OF LARRY`S LETTER.





1.Keller was indeed the cause of Larry’s death although not in the expected way. The p-40’s created irony to what Keller said “He never flew a p-40” .It didn’t save him from being guilty. Larry’s  death makes his crime even worse.





2.Larry was the real idealist .He couldn’t compromise with reality, unlike Chris ,who did compromise and came back.


If you compare with what Keller said about his two sons,(p.85) you’ll see how wrong he had been-ironic, because we thought that Chris was the idealist.





3.It is terrible for Joe to learn that his son committed suicide because he was ashamed of what his father had done.





4. “If I had him now I could kill him”. He did kill him finally by causing him to commit suicide.(posthumously = after his death).





5.The horoscope-there’s no contradiction between Larry’s death and his favorable day(p.76).He didn’t die  because he was shot down or because of mechanical failure .He died because he wanted to die = his wish was granted.





6.Larry’s letter set Ann free “You mustn’t wait for me”. He wanted to save her from waiting endlessly.
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7.The letter made Joe realize what Chris had been trying to explain to him all along-there is something bigger than the family or the business-human life.
