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A . HOW TO PREPARE
The Oral Bagrut Exam will be on 20.3.14 . If you have any army business  
on any of these days please tell your teacher right away.
1. In the following days before the exam check the notice boards to see when and where you are tested. If there is a problem – contact your English teacher as soon as possible.

2. The day before your oral Bagrut  listen to the news ( in English is the best option – IBA news, CNN etc.) so you will be able to answer any current events questions should they come up.

3. In the days before the  oral Bagrut  speak English with EVERYONE !!
This is the best way to prepare ( When you start dreaming in English you will know you are ready).
4. The exam is made of 2 parts :
a. The personal interview  (40% of the grade )
b. The Project. (60% of the grade )
5. The length of the test is 8-12 minutes.

6. The tester is an English high school teacher who knows and teaches students at your level- so don’t be nervous .
B. THE Project
1. Make Sure each one of the group members has a copy of the project. Do it now and don’t wait to for the last minute because of known technical problems ( broken printers , no ink etc.)
2. You may also bring the material you used in the presentation to help you present it to the tester.
3. Prepare a 3-minute project presentation. Time yourself at home.

C. For the personal interview 
1. It is good to prepare what you want to say and all the vocabulary you will need beforehand so that you wont be embarrassed to say you don’t know how to say what your major subject in school is , or what your parents' occupations are called. Follow the worksheets you have been given and make sure you have all the vocabulary you need. Since it is going to be a day or two before the elections think about what you want to say  about that just in case you are asked.
2. At any point in the interview you may want to steer the conversation to a unique topic of your choice, say a special hobby or project that you love. This will give you a chance to speak freely and fluently about a subject of your choice. If you plan to do that prepare the vocabulary in advance. Do not study a prepared text by heart. It is not the purpose of the exam and it will lower your grade. You might want to bring something with you to show the tester and help you open up the subject. ( e.g. one of your paintings for an art project  )
d. On the day of the exam 
 Come about 30 minutes before the test. Check where you are and stay in the area. 
Keep quiet outside the testing class! 

You don’t want to disturb your friends who are taking the test inside and especially you don’t want a nervous tester.

E. HOT TIPS 

1. Smile when you walk in and say "Good morning" .

2. If you are asked something you have no idea about , politely ask for a different question for example 
" Excuse me I didn’t understand the question " 
( See more ideas in the pages given to you.)
3. Remember , the tester is a teacher from another high school who teaches students exactly like you .

4. The oral exam is 20% of your Bagrut grade and preparation is the key to success.

5. Most students do very well if they don’t panic. Just relax and remember 

 you have been preparing for this exam since the first time your teacher said 
" Speak English" in fourth grade  .
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6. Remember "milking the cow " is out  " opening a flood gate " is in.
