1.  Have I read and understood the task and related to it coherently?

2. Have I written at least 3 clear paragraphs? Have I indented the first word of  

   each OR left a line between each paragraph?

3. Have I put a capital letter at the beginning of every sentence? 
4. Have I put verbs in the right tense? (added an 's/es/ies' to Present Simple 
   3rd person singular. Do my subjects and verbs agree? Have I kept the same 

   sequence of tenses (Present or Past)?  

5. Have I used ADVANCED STRUCTURES - at least THREE of the following:

    One conditional, One emphatic form, One rhetorical question, One relative 

    clause,  One (modal) perfect? One compound sentence: Even 
    though/Although/Whilst + S+V/   DESPITE + NP, etc
6. Have I used connectors: Moreover, In addition, In conclusion, On the one 
    hand – other hand, Last but not least, Nevertheless, To begin with etc… 

7. Have I remembered punctuation? . , ; ! ? Have I put commas after the 

    connectors that come at the beginning of a sentence?
8. Are my sentences syntactically correct (or are they toooooooooooo long?)

9. Is my composition relevant? Have I used appropriate vocabulary and    

    register? 
10. Have I counted the words, checked for silly spelling mistakes and 
     corrected them?
