* Famous and special sites in the city, why are they famous, what can you do there, etc.

	Tell me about the famous sites in that country / the places that you would recommend for a visit
	The sites' names, what is the meaning of their names / the story of their naming if there is one, their locations, important historical / social / cultural details about them, why are they famous, what can you do there, why do you recommend these sites?

	When are you traveling? With with? Why?
	* The date of the planned trip, the season in Israel and the season in the destined-country, why did you choose this time of the year?

* What special preparations are required before the trip?

	* Work – did you work alone or in a group, why did you prefer this way, how was it (difficult / easy / fun / etc.)?

	* vocabulary knowledge related to traveling and to that country
